Grade 3: Overall performance (including punctuality, attendance, meeting deadlines, working well with others, being resilient to setbacks, offering and asking for support as required, responding productively to feedback on your work, completing Prep for HE in a timely manner, etc.) 

Universities typically require a profile of BBB or above. Some courses ask for ABB, AAB, or AAA. (The order of grades does not matter; if your offer is ABB and you make ABA, you will still have met your conditions.) 

If you do not meet the conditions set by the universities that have made offers to you, then you may still progress to HNC/D, provided you complete the programme and your tutors feel able to provide a reference for you to your next FE college.
