Thinking about your UCAS choices.
Do your research. The following gives you an overview of making the most of your UCAS choices

Access to humanities and science

We strongly advise you to use all 5 choices and all partners
Your research will focus on how our university partners deliver their degrees and additional guidance. For example, for humanities only have 1 choice at Strathclyde University. Strathclyde and Glasgow use a faculty system to allow further choices when you attend. Look for a variety of profile grades.
Please ensure if you are on a humanities programme your degree choices are based on social science and arts degrees. If you are on a science programme you use the science ucas codes. Please take your time with this and get it right. Especially degrees such as psychology, geography, archaelogy. 

Please ensure for science you are checking that your prgoramme does meet the requirements and if summer school is part of the condition.

We specifically highlight competitive degrees. For these options you must make sure you have at least 2 sensible contingency options.

For example, for highly competitive degrees such as law and social work have no more than 3 specific choices and 2 back up options (for example social science degrees). For competitive degrees there are often good masters or post graduate options.

Medical Studies – you must have at least 1 preferably 2 contingency options. Good solid science degrees. These can be added to your UCAS through track prior to 15th January. 

Access to primary education

You are part of an unique SWAP process that allows you 4 contingency UCAS choices. Please make full benefit of the advantage this gives you.

Access to nursing
Think carefully of the branch of nursing you want to study and the implication of placements. That should be the main part of your research. If you can only feasibly study at one university that is ok. Please remember we work with UWS, GCU and Stirling. UHI are also keen to recruit SWAP students. GCU have strict requirements in terms of their degrees. Please only apply to one branch of nursing. The only exception is learning disability. For LD if this is your first preference, please let your tutor know. If you want it is a contingency option you can add this in as well as another branch at GCU.

For all nursing degrees we strongly recommend applying for HNC Care and Admin practice. 

For students interested in midwifery. The progression is to HNC CAP. Please check the UWS entry requirements as you may require additional qualifications.

Access to health studies

We work closely with GCU on a range of allied health professions. These degrees require a carefully crafted personal statement. Talk to your tutor for advice on sensible contingency options. Use them if you can. For example, radiography and optometry will allow progression to a wide range of maths and physics degrees across the partnership. For dietetics please apply to the nutrition degree at University of Glasgow as it provides a good back up. Most of allied health professions will allow back up options to biology related degrees.
Paramedic science is highly competitive. We cannot stress how popular it is as a degree option. You will require a strong personal statement. Always ensure you have 1 life science back up option and have also applied for HNC.
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
