Guidance for grading Key areas 1 & 2

Grade A - Achieved the units with great ease and required little or no assistance.  Displayed a very able overall performance. Degree level study is well within the capabilities of this student.  

· Assessments are of a very good to excellent standard and typically passed at the first attempt.  Other class work is submitted on time and is of a high standard and complete and accurate. 

· Student has developed excellent knowledge and understanding and can apply this in class work, assessed work and laboratory experiments.

· Student’s numeracy and written and spoken communication is excellent.

· Student shows excellent cognitive skills and can use factual and theoretical information in problem solving, make generalisations and predictions, draw conclusions and suggest solutions. 

· Student can easily produce and respond to detailed and complex written and oral communication and use a wide range of numerical and graphical data in routine contexts.  

· Student can competently use ICT for coursework.

· Student demonstrates excellent practical laboratory skills, where relevant. (take into account where this has not been possible).
Grade B - Achieved the units with relative ease and required little to moderate assistance. Displayed an able overall performance. Degree level study should be within the capabilities of this student.  

· Assessments are of a good to very good standard.  Class work is of a good standard and shows clear understanding of most topics.  

· Student may have been required to retake an assessment.

· Student has developed good knowledge and understanding and can apply this in class work, assessed work and laboratory experiments.

· Student’s numeracy and written and spoken communication is very good.

· Student shows good cognitive skills and can use factual and theoretical information in problem solving, make generalisations and predictions, draw conclusions and suggest solutions. 

· Student can usually produce and respond to detailed and complex written and oral communication and use a range of numerical and graphical data in routine contexts.

· Student can satisfactorily use ICT for coursework.

· Student demonstrates good practical laboratory skills, where relevant. (take into account where this has not been possible).
Grade C - Achieved the units but required considerable assistance.  Additional study may be more appropriate than degree level work at this stage.  

· Assessed work and class work is adequate.  Student may miss deadlines.

· Student required resit of assessments following remediation.

· Student has developed only adequate knowledge and understanding and can sometimes apply this in class work, assessed work and laboratory experiments.  There are often errors present.

· Student’s numeracy and written and spoken communication is adequate to satisfactory, but often needs correction.

· Student shows adequate cognitive skills and can occasionally use factual and theoretical information in problem solving, make generalisations and predictions, draw conclusions and suggest solutions. 

· Student can produce and respond to written and oral communication in familiar contexts and can use an adequate range of numerical and graphical data in routine contexts.

· Student attempts to use ICT for coursework.

· Student demonstrates adequate practical laboratory skills, where relevant. (take into account where this has not been possible).
