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The objective of the project is to Facilitate Opportunities for our disadvantaged adult using mentors (Role Models) to Underpin Learning for Adults who are socially excluded.








Four main activities of the project:


1)	Each partner will identify and establish an adult peer mentoring network for learners and communities of learners from areas of multiple deprivations.


2)	Produce materials and resources to support the mentors involved.


3)	Produce materials and resources for adult learning organisations to support volunteer mentors working with adult learners.


4)	Develop a European peer mentoring network through the partnership work of the project and the mobility’s to support partner / country networks.
